Environmental Health Program
A 2-session in-classrooms program designed to heighten the awareness and encourage action around the issue of 
toxins and carcinogens in our environment, the consequences of these toxins on human health, and how to avoid 
exposure.

The program provides students in middle and high school with practical solutions such as safe alternatives and 
healthy lifestyle choices.  Students also learn recipes for and make their own non-toxic personal care products.

TWO SESSION INITIAL PROGRAM $300* 

Resource conservation Program
Students learn about resource conservation while studying about natural resources, landfills, and
recycling during this one session 45 minute program.  Students may also perform in additional sessions, a waste 
audit at the school or other activities include making recycled paper, participating in a Recycled Crafts Fair or 
organizing a Recycling Drive at their school.

Recycling olympics              
An exciting and educational event in which students compete in a variety of relays and races using recyclable or 
recycled materials.  This one session program is designed to teach students the importance of recycling and pro-
tecting the environment in a fun and interactive fashion.  Program can be tailored for multiple classes or a longer 
class time.  

Litter PRevention Program
This one session 45 minute in-classroom program is designed to teach elementary and middle school students 
about litter and why it is a problem in their community.  Students learn about the amount of litter occurring in 
Pennsylvania and ways they can reduce it.
